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Entry
Entry is gained from a timber door to the front into
the reception hallway.

Hallway

3.59m by 1.62m (119" by 53")

A large brightly presented hallway which has a fitted
storage cupboard. There is a panelled door through
to breakfast/tv room.

Breakfast/Tv Room

3.67m by 2.74m (120" by 811")

Situated on the ground level this room has a double
glazed window to the rear and has doors through to
the stairway to the upper levels and a door to the
kitchen.

Kitchen

4.77m by 2.06m (158" by 6'9)

A galley kitchen situated on the ground level with
windows to the rear. The kitchen is fitted with
attractive storage units at base and wall levels,
ceramic/ halogen hob with extractor over, a fitted
double oven, stainless steel sink unit and drainer and
plumbing and spaces for other appliances. Attractive
tiled surrounds. Tiled flooring. Door to the rear.

Staircase to upper level

Access is given to the upper level via a right hand turn
stairway which has a window at landing level. The
landing at this first floor level gives access to the
bathroom, bedroom 1 and also into the sitting room
and dining room.

Sitting Room

4.71m by 3.98m (155" by 130")

An excellently appointed sitting room with double
glazed windows to the front. Display alcove. Ceiling
coving. Open plan access to the dining room.




Dining Room

3.13m by 2.89m (103" by 9'6")

Open plan to the sitting room this is a formal dining
area with double glazed window to the rear. Display
alcove.

Bedroom 1

3.02m by 3.79m (911" by 125")

Good sized double bedroom with double glazed
window to the front. Ample space for free standing
furniture.

Bathroom

3.04m by 2.16m (911" by 71")

Well appointed bathroom with w.c, built-in wash
hand basin, shower cabinet and traditionally styled
rolltop bath with spray attachment. Splash back tiling.
Heated towel rail.

Upper Level

A further right hand turn stairway gives access to the
top level. The top level gives access to two further
bedrooms and large built-in storage cupboard. There
is also a hatch to the loft space.

Bedroom 2

4.90m by 2.91m (161" by 9'6")

A good sized double bedroom with double glazed
windows to the rear. This room has ample space for
free standing furniture.

Bedroom 3

5.01m by 3.02m (165" by 9711")

Another good sized bedroom which is currently
utilised as a office/study area. This room has double
glazed windows to the rear looking towards to the
garden.

Heating
Heating is supplied by gas central heating
with radiators throughout the property.

Garden and outhouse

The property has a courtyard area immediately to
the rear of the house and with a pathway leading to
a good sized mature garden with entrance gate.
The garden is stocked with an array of flowering
plants and shrubs, several trees and incorporates a
drying area and space for outdoor sitting areas,
barbecue sections etc. There is also an outhouse
attached to the property ideal for storing garden
tools, outdoor furniture etc.
